Revision of the Optimal positioning of the pieces in the opening can be summed

opening princips up as folllows:

- Position the knights first — and they should be placed on f3, c3,
c6, 16.

- Only move each piece once during the opening — involve all the
pieces.

- Do not bring the queen out too early, as it is (with the exception
of the king) the most valuable piece on the board and can

therefore easily be put into threat by the opponent’s pieces.
